By 1414 Otterton was a thriving centre, there were two woollen mills and
a water powered forge as well as the flour mill. At this time seafaring
boats could anchor by the bridge. The silting up of the rivermouth mayu
have prevented Otterton from developing further.
Local grain has wed to be milled at Otterton. Until very
recently all the f n the Village were still being worked, though
many are now private homes.
Kingfishers and Dippers can be seen along the river and attempts are being
made to encourage Otters back into the valley. In the spring and summer the
riverside is lined with wildflowers but please do not pick them, leave them for
others to enjoy. : z
There is a network of paths and bridleways in the area which have been
cleared, signed and waymarkedto help you discover Otterton. Circular -
walks can be followed from Otterton Bridge.
